(See picture on
right) Incidentally, he was also noted by the judges to be the
“Best Dressed” as he owned the stage and the audience
dressed in a purple suit with leopard skin lapels and trim.

Second place was awarded to the amazing and unforgetta-
ble kids from Tupelo, the Homemade Jamz' Blues Band
(ages 14, 12 & 8!!), who were sponsored by the Mississippi
Delta Blues Society of Indianola.

Mighty Lester of the Triangle Blues Society of Durham,
North Carolina placed third and also won The Best Self Pro-
duced CD, We are Mighty Lester .

The Solo/Duo Finals were presented Saturday night at the New Daisy Theater. First place went
to Nathan James and Ben Hernandez, sponsored by the Blues Lovers United of San Diego.
Second place was awarded to Sonny Moorman of the Cincy Blues Society.

The 2007 IBC hosted 155 acts from 34 states and eight countries, including first-time entries
from Finland and India as well as Australia, Canada, France, Italy, Taiwan and the United
States. In all, 93 bands competed in the Band Category and 62 competed in the Solo/Duo Cate-
gory.
